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Independent A Level Study for Spanish 
Languages are learned gradually over time and therefore they are best backed up with regular independent study at home. Exposing yourself to as much Spanish as possible is the key to developing your fluency; 6 hours in class will not do this, you have to put in the time and effort as well.
There are a number of things that you could do depending on the skills that you need to improve. There is a list of useful resources below and as you go through the work you could make your learning even more active by;

1. Making a list/flashcards for new words that you come across.

2. Writing sentences in Spanish that contain these new words in context.

3. Writing the explanations of new words in Spanish or writing their opposites together.

4. Summarising what you have been listening/reading about in Spanish or in English.

5. Writing your own step by step instructions in English for a grammar point that you have been studying.

6. Writing some sentences in Spanish that contain the grammar point that you have been studying.
7. Make notes on things you listen to, especially if they help with ideas for topics and contain some good structures.
