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The Geography KS3 curriculum is intended to be an exciting and challenging series of lessons which will allow students to explore the world around them and the
processes which shape and direct it. The curriculum is designed to cover both Human and Physical aspects of Geography and directly ties into or feeds from the
national curriculum. The intention is to inspire student’s curiosity about how and why the world works in the way it does and to act as a solid grounding for the teaching
of Geography at GCSE and A level. This means that students will have some precise background knowledge of certain topics by the end of Year 9, that they will have
practised and applied Geography skills that the national curriculum deems as essential and students will have had the opportunity to improve their ability to break down
