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The course is naturally progressive throughout the 4 units, with some aspects of curriculum building throughout the 4 units. Therefore, we have chosen to follow the
order of the units as planned in the Criminology specification. Students start with Unit 1 content, preparing for their controlled assessment in December (25% of final
qualification). Terms 3-4 are spent preparing for the Unit 2 exam in term 5 (25% of final qualification) and then term 6 introduces Unit 3. Knowledge of what a crime is,
types of crime and factors affecting the reporting and recording of crimes and introduced by one teacher as curriculum knowledge is naturally progressive in this area.
Teacher 2 focuses on the second thread in this unit, looking and the impact of media reporting on perceptions of crime.
